Interview with Karl Steiner, President of Porsche Club Graz and organiser of the International Porsche
Days Zell am See—Kaprun

Porsche Club News: Mr Steiner, the International Porsche Days in Zell am See-Kaprun have
now finished. And as you can tell from the happy visitors, it was a successful event. Did
everything go as expected?

Karl Steiner: | think the meeting went off very well. But as soon as one event finishes, work starts on
the next one. If we manage to do something similarly successful and maybe include some new items,
then Il be happy. I've had a lot of feedback from participants where Club members have written that
they really enjoyed themselves, and that although we were a bit unlucky with the weather, it didn’t spoil
the mood at all. That shows that things like that actually bring us together. There’s always room for
improvement, but what made me most happy was that the cooperation between Porsche AG, Porsche
Community Management, the tourist board and all the local partners worked so well.

Porsche Club News: What did you particularly like ?

Karl Steiner: What | particularly liked was the feedback from the timed driving challenge. You could
sign up in one of two classes, either with or without points, but at the end of the day most people had
forgotten which class they had actually signed up for. Of course, in the end everyone was glad that
their times had been taken. We simply timed everyone as they drove. It’s nice to see how seriously
people take it.

Porsche Club News: What part did the event play in an international context?

Karl Steiner: What we wanted to here do was to hold an event where the Porsche community can
come here to the region every few years and enjoy its links to the Porsche family and their roots at the
Schittgut and the chapel. Porsche right up close, so to speak.

Karl Steiner: Of course, the international guests were very interested in the Porsche family home and
the Schuttgut with the family chapel. Also, many Cubs come here during the rest of the year. The
Porsche family is closely connected to the region. The children grew up at the Schuttgut estate during
the war. And the birthplace of the 356, GmUind, is just around the corner. This means there are plenty
of interesting places for Porsche enthusiasts from around the world. As well as this, the region is
blessed with everything you need: the lake, the ski resorts, the meadows, the glacier and the most
beautiful roads you could wish for.

Porsche Club News: Lots of people from abroad come to the International Porsche Days. |
expect the whole of Europe was there?

Karl Steiner: In total, we had eleven nations here. Of course, the ones that came furthest were our
American guests.

Porsche Club News: The Porsche Club of America’s anniversary edition was surely one of the
highlights of the year?

Karl Steiner: The blue GTS Club Coupes and our American friends greatly enhanced the event. It was
nice to see how we'’ve all got the same bug. Their appearance with the beautiful blue PCA anniversary
editions was wonderful, of course.

Porsche Club News: Where did the idea for them to visit the event come from?

Karl Steiner: We at the Porsche Club Graz, together with the austrian umbrella organisation and four
Porsche Clubs, organised the Porsche Parade Europe in Vienna in 2010. This means we had
experience in putting on large events. But actually it was an idea from Dr. Wolfgang Porsche, who said
that when he looked down at the airport and his field, he saw driving events, but no Porsches. And he
thought, why don’t we do something? At the same time Zell am See was developing a new tourism
concept. So they came to our Club and that’s how the first International Porsche Days got off the
ground in 2012.

Porsche Club News: What’s Dr. Wolfgang Porsche’s relationship with the International
Porsche Days?

Karl Steiner:He is really enthusiastic. He’s simply glad to be among Porsche enthusiasts, and
especially in his home region. And his son Ferdinand Porsche also enthusiastically took part again this
year.

Porsche Club News: What’s your best anecdote from the event?

Karl Steiner: The best story came from an American Club member. He’s an RS collector from the
United States who had ordered his GT3 RS and moved heaven and earth to make sure his vehicle,
which was actually set for delivery in mid-September, would be ready on time for the meeting, so that he
could take part in the event. The car was then ready on the first of September, he picked it up on the
second, and he turned up in Zell am See on the third. It's incredible what Porsche does for its Club
members.

Porsche Club News: And your personal highlight?
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Karl Steiner: As the organiser, you’re on edge from start to finish. For me, it was a great relief when
everyone got back from the drive unscathed. But the real highlight is the event itself. You work all year
towards it, and then it's under way. That's the ultimate highlight.
